Les Risius will be our host in his hangar at the Marshalltown Airport next Thursday evening at
7 pm. We will hear about his progress on the Cavalier as well as updates on what's happening
around the area aviation wise.

Many members gathered at the Marshalltown airport entrance before the May meeting to
take our bi-yearly walk along the highway to pick up the trash. Thanks to all who helped out.
Our meeting began with Marshalltown Aviation manager, Steve Valbrecht, giving us the low-
down on the up coming hangar ramp renovations.
Basically the hangars will have all new concrete
poured up to the doors, with no grass inbetween
as there is now. It will be done all at once, so
access to the airplanes will be limited. Steve
and his crew will work with all tenants to place
airplanes in accessible hangars until the
construction is completed, hopefully within 6
weeks from the time construction starts. He is
going to try and open up the big hangars for
group parking, but only his crew can move
planes in and out, and there can be no
maintenance IN the community hangar(s).
Access to the main tarmac and runways will
not be interfered with. This affects the two long hangars on the east side. Access to the
southeast hangars will be by driving around a small access drive west of where the
construction will be. Steve will keep us posted as to when construction is to begin.

Other projects in the works for the distant future, is a water retention/runoff plan for the
property, and adding a net 500’ of runway to 12/30. It will mean tearing out the first 600’
of 30 on the southeast end due to new FAA regulations on IFR approaches.

Our potential Young Eagles flights will be tabled for sometime after construction to avoid
conflicts with machinery, and to avoid unnecessary traffic out at the airport. We will bring
it up again probably in August or September.

Prez Paul suggested an avaition book exchange for those interested. If you would like to
trade, borrow or loan interesting books, contact Paul Adams.

Dave Cheung is working on the Poker Run details and will keep us informed as to how it's
going to work in upcoming meetings.
