E-LSA deadline's passed, but....                                                                                           by Corey Butcher
As reported above, Bob Tichy beat the deadline for getting his airplane registered.
That day had been looming for more than three years - January 31, 2008 -  and with it the hard deadline for
owners of two-place or “fat” ultralights to get their airplane registered, inspected, and licensed. However, just
a week or two before the deadline, a revision to the deadline took effect.  Owners whose registration
applications were received by the FAA by the deadline may apply for an exemption obtained by EAA  from
the FAA, enabling them to schedule an airworthiness inspection through January 31, 2010. In effect, an
extension. Unfortunately, that didn’t make much difference to most people because there just wasn’t time in
those very few days to do the necessary paperwork to take advantage of the extension, and those who
missed the deadline won't be able to certificate their airplanes in the E-LSA category. But there may be
other options available to them, according to EAA Aviation Services, including registering as an
Experimental-Amateur Built, but without the repairmans certificate. You will need to prove it was not
professionally built. You might be able to register it as Experimental Exhibition. And there may be other
options, but they require much more research and paperwork to accomplish. The option of taking the
airplane completely apart and rebuilding it as an Experimental/AB has been suggested, but this is not an
option as far as the FAA is concerned because it detracts from the original purpose of the Experimental
rules. I can’t publish what I think about this option, but suffice it to say, I believe there are ways to maintain the
intent of the rules and still get your airplane licensed. More information can be obtained from the EAA
